Changes Coming to the Flight Service Program  
            Recognizing a shift in usersô preferences for automated services, the FAA is changing its Flight Service 

operation to make it more efficient and reduce costs. The agency will continue to maintain the highest level of safety 

and none of these changes will affect core flight service safety functions such as search and rescue, emergency 

services, weather observation, NOTAM entry and dissemination, or pilot weather reports. Pilots are steadily shifting to 

automated and web-based tools to obtain services and Flight Service is already using this type of technology to 

eliminate underutilized and redundant services and reduce expenses. The FAA will phase in the changes to ease the 

transition for users.
